Constitution

1.0 
Club Name

1.1
The Club is to be called ‘Clwb Antur XXXX Adventure Club’.  It will be referred to from now on in this Constitution as ‘the Club’.

2.0  
Purpose

2.1
The purpose of the club is to improve opportunities for more local people in North West Wales to achieve their potential through outdoor activities.

2.2
The club will promote and further the interests of outdoor activities for local people by providing outdoor activities and opportunities in a safe learning environment and offer coaching and competitive prospects.
2.3
The aims and objectives of the club should be consistent with the furthering of equal opportunities for all groups in outdoor activities.

3.0
Membership/Affiliation
3.1 Membership of the Club is open to all inhabitants of North West Wales.
3.2 The membership is to be set by the Club Officers and approved by a vote of the members.  The membership fee is payable on joining the Club and pays for membership until the end of the Club year.

3.3 In accepting membership, a person agrees to abide by the constitution of the Club and the rulings of the Club Executive Committee.

3.4 The club will affiliate to the association and/or Governing Body of each of the activities run by the Club.

4.0
Meetings

4.1
Club AGM’s are to be held in **** each year and here the Officers will be elected.  Officers take up their duties at the beginning of ****.
4.2
10% of the members must be present at any meeting in order to form a quorum.

5.0
Officers

5.1 The Members will elect a Chair, Vice Chair, Secretary, Treasurer, Health and Safety Officer, Child Welfare Officer, Publicity Officer and Events/Activities Co-ordinator.  The Officers are to be elected from the membership.  Every Officer will serve a term on one year, to coincide with the club year.

5.2 The Chair will preside over every meeting.  
5.3 The Vice Chair will help the Chair with his/her duties in his/her absence.  

5.4 The Secretary will keep minutes of all the Club’s meetings and will deal with the Club’s correspondence as directed by the Officers.  

5.5 The Treasurer will be responsible for the Club’s finances, will spend it as directed by the membership, will prepare a budget, collect membership and any other fees and keep the Club’s account.  The Treasurer and one other named Officer will be the signatories of the Club’s bank account.  

5.6 The Events/ Activities Officer will be responsible for drawing up the list of events and organising them.  

5.7 The Publicity Officer will be responsible for the promotion of the club and will help the Events/Activities Officer with the advertising.
5.8 The Health and Safety Officer will be responsible for monitoring and reviewing Health and Safety issues across all the club’s activities. 

5.9 The Child Welfare Officer will ensure that all club activities are organised in line with the club’s child protection procedures.
6.0 Committees

6.1 The Chair will appoint the Chairs of each committee and those Chairs will in turn appoint the members of their committees and in doing so will give due consideration to the recommendations and suggestions of the Officers.  The period of office of the committee Chairs will coincide with the Club year.

6.2 Committees can be formed to deal with any requirements of the Club’s activities.

7.0 Finance
7.1 All monies raised by, or on behalf of, the Club shall be applied to further the objectives of the Club and for no other purpose.

8.0 Amendments

8.1 Enacting an amendment to the Constitution will require a two thirds majority of the members present voting at a meeting called for the purpose of discussing the amendment.  The validity of the vote is conditional on the circulation of the amendment to the members beforehand. 
9.0 Bilingualism

The club will be committed to running all activities bilingually through the medium of Welsh and English.

10.0 Rules of Order

10.1 The operation of every meeting is subject to the rules laid out in the latest edition of Robert’s Rules of Order, excepting those matters already referred to above.
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
